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The HK$1.8 billion Government-funded HKSI Redevelopment Project

reached a milestone stage of completion in 2012/13.

The new Swimming Complex, Sports Complex Annex and Rowing
Centre were completed and in operation as at March 2013. To mark the
completion of the Swimming Complex, the HKSI New Sports Facilities
Soft Opening, officiated by Mr Tsang Tak-sing, Secretary for Home Affairs
of the HKSAR, was held on 22 June 2012.

The new nine-storey HKSI Main Building is expected to be completed
in 2013. After the move to the new building is complete, addition and
alteration works will be carried out in the vacated premises to upgrade
the standard of the existing facilities and to provide additional facilities
to cater for the future needs of elite training. The addition and alteration

works are expected to be completed in 2014.
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
